AMOUNT OF SCHOLARSHIP LOANS

The 2021 Virginia General Assembly appropriated $708,000 in support of the Virginia Teaching
Scholarship Loan Program (VTSLP). Subject to available funding, scholarship amounts will be based on
$10,000 per academic year for full-time students and shall be prorated for part-time students based on the
number of credit hours.

2021-2022 ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Subject to available funding, these scholarship loans are for teacher candidates, including graduate
students and paraprofessionals from Virginia school divisions enrolled in an approved teacher education
program at an accredited Virginia public or private four-
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PROMISSORY NOTE AND METHOD OF PAYMENT

When a scholarship loan has been approved by the Virginia Department of Education, the recipient must
sign a Promissory Note for the proper amount to be

CANCELLATION OF PROMISSORY NOTE

A student must agree to sign and execute a Promissory Note payable to the Commonwealth of Virginia
for the amount of the loan received.

If the teaching obligation is not satisfied as specified in #2 of the Note, the loan recipient specifically
agrees to repay the above principal, plus simple interest on the unpaid balance at the prime interest
rate per annum from the date the loan recipient of the Virginia Teaching Scholarship Loan Program
application was due to the Virginia Department of Education (VDOE), with the first payment due on
the first day of the September following program completion (as specified in #3 of this Note), or 90
days following the date of my resignation or termination from a qualifying teaching position after the
loan recipient have completed the first year of the loan recipient’s teaching obligation (as specified in
#4 of this Note), or the first day of the semester following withdrawal from an approved teacher
education program (as specified in #5 of this Note), or the first day of the September following my
return from active duty or deployment (as specified in #6 of this Note). Should the loan recipient fail
to make any payment by the payment due date, additional interest will accrue. Should the loan
recipient fail to make any payment by the tenth of the month following the payment due date, the
Commonwealth or its counsel may immediately accelerate the maturity of the installments thereafter
to become due, in which event the unpaid balance of this Note plus any accrued interest shall become
immediately due and payable without demand or notice.

Upon program completion, the loan recipient will begin teaching in the public schools of the
Commonwealth in the first full academic year after becoming eligible for a renewable teaching
license, and shall fulfill the teaching obligation in accordance with the Note by teaching full-time
under contract continuously in Virginia for at least two years in a school division (i) in one of the
critical teacher shortage disciplines as established by the Board of Education; or (ii) in a Virginia
public school with 50 percent or more of the students eligible for free or reduced price lunch; or (iii)
in a school division designated critical shortage subject area, as defined in the Board of Education's
Regulations Governing the Determination of Critical Teacher Shortage Areas.

The loan recipient if, in the first full academic year after becoming eligible for a renewable teaching
license, fails to teach full-time under contract in the public schools of Virginia in a school division (i)
in one of the critical teacher shortage disciplines as established by the Board of Education; or (ii) in a
Virginia public school with 50 percent or more of the students eligible for free or reduced price lunch;
or (iii) in a school division designated critical shortage subject area, as defined in the Board of
Education's Regulations Governing the Determination of Critical Teacher Shortage Areas, the sum
specified in the Note that was advanced to the loan recipient as a Virginia Teaching Scholarship
plus any accrued interest shall immediately become due and payable.

If the loan recipient satisfies the first year of teaching obligation as specified in #3 of the Note but
does not satisfy the second year of the two-year obligation to teach full-time under contract in the
public schools of Virginia in a school division (i) in one of the critical teacher shortage disciplines as
established by the Board of Education; or (ii) in a Virginia public school with 50 percent or more of
the students eligible for free or reduced price lunch; or (iii) in a school division designated critical
